Your order will be delivered pre-assembled in flat sheets:
e 44 tiles per sheet

e 4 tiles wide by 11 deep

e Each sheet has a dimension of 915 x 1240mm.

For greater ease of use, it is normal to assemble your floor into rolls. First decide the
dimensions you want the rolls (width and length). For example, if you leave the
sheets at 4 tiles wide the width of each roll will be 1.24m.

Take each sheet and attach it to the next by pressing the tongues into the groove
side. Continue assembling until the length of the roll has been obtained. It is good
to know the number of m2 in each roll for ease of calculating the number of rolls
required to do a job. For example, if the roll width is 1.24m and you want 10m2
per roll, make the roll length 8m.

When your roll size has been assembled flat, you then need to make it into a roll
or cylinder.

Take the first few tiles and bend them at the hinges to make a triangle as
demonstrated in the picture at left.

Use this triangle as the centre of the roll and keep it tight as you make the roll.

When the roll is complete, stand it on its end with the tongue side on top.
Place a roll strap around the roll to keep it from coming undone.

You may now store your rolls vertically on
the pallets on which they were delivered
or horizontally in storage frames (stillages).
