Attention

In some countries approval is needed to set up a marquee/tent larger than 75 m?. It is your
responsibility to comply with local rules and regulations and to ensure that the marquee/tent is
assembled correctly.

In case of bad weather conditions, it is your responsibility to ensure the marquee/tent is safely
secured and that the marquee/tent does not cause damage to others.

Do not use open fire, welding equipment or other sources which can ignite, inside or close to the
tent.

The marquee/tent must be safely secured. We recommend you secure your marquee/tent with
straps and pegs as soon as it is assembled.

Make sure to check if the marquee/tent is covered by your home contents insurance.
Marquees/tents must be evacuated under extreme weather conditions.

In the event of snow, always remove snow from the roof of the marquee/tent regularly to prevent
snow from building on the roof, as heavy snow can cause the marquee/tent to collapse.

In the event of rain, there is a risk of rain puddles building up on top of the roof of the marquee/
tent. Heavy rain puddles can cause the roof to collapse. It is your responsibility to ensure rain
puddles do not build up. As a precaution, make sure the roof of the marquee/tent is stretched
out properly and adequately over the side frames of the marquee/tent and remove rain water
regularly.

Do not unpack or repack your marquee/tent in freezing temperatures. In case of temperatures
below zero, always unpack and repack your marquee/tent indoors to avoid the risk of cracking
parts.

The marquee/tent must be totally dry before you repack and store it to avoid mildew.

Note: Marquees are intended for events and other arrangements and are as such only meant for
short term temporary assembly and the following disassembly. Dancover warranty applies only
to the normal use of the Product, normal wear and tear excepted, in accordance with written
use instructions or manual. The warranty does not apply to damage caused by accident, abuse,
misuse, or modification of the Product.

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STEP 1

Unroll and unfold the tent top on the desired
sport to be covered. Keep the tent top as square
as possible. Pull the perimeter of the tent as tight
as possible, the center of the tent top will not be
tight or lay flat due to the peak of the tent.

STEP 2

Layout all the hard ware around the tent as show,
placed anchors approximately 4' from the
grommet locations. 1 pole to each grommet
location. Connect the 4 piece center pole
together.

STEP 3

Insert the corner pole pin through "D" ring, and
brass grommet. Set two pieces of adjust rope on

the pole pin.
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STEP 4

Set the corner pole leaning in towards the tent
at 90 angle. Repeat all 4 corners. And tie the rope
on the anchors. Adjust the handle to strength
the rope to make all poles stable.
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STEP 5

Insert the center pole tip through the center "D"
ring and brass grommet, make sure that the pin
is not caught on any part of the tent top. Push
the center pole into a vertical position.
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STEP 6

With the corner poles and center pole vertically
straight. We will add the remaining side poles.
Insert the pole pins at each location, through
the "D" ring and brass grommet and cover with
one adjust rope for each pole. Put the pole at
straight vertical position. Tie the ropes on the
anchors.
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STEP 7

Mount all four sidewalls to finish the tent assembly.

2.Itis necessary to take the tent down in case of bad weather.
